WHY CURRENT TRIALS STRUGGLE
• Small patient populations
• Variable disease progression
• Difficult enrichment strategies
• Slow endpoints
• High development cost
• Pressure to reduce placebo exposure

CORE REALITY
In fibrotic lung disease, progression is clinically 
meaningful — but often inconsistently measured. 
That creates noise, delays, and uncertainty.

WHY THIS MATTERS NOW
External comparators, adaptive designs, and smarter trials 
all depend on fit-for-purpose longitudinal evidence.
